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A Letter to parents from the Leader of the Council

Your child’s education — our proposals for
secondary schools in Hammersmith & Fulham

Dear Parents,

As a parent of two children myself, | know just how important the decisions are about where they go
to school. | am therefore delighted to write to you to tell you about radical plans to improve the choice
and quality of secondary schooling in Hammersmith & Fulham.

The opportunity to do this comes as a result of the Building Schools for the Future Programme — a
Government initiative to invest in school buildings — our share of the funding is £120 million. If we are
going to get these plans right, we need to hear your views and those of children and young people
about what is important — both now and in the coming months as we develop more detailed plans.

A new era for education - opportunities and challenges:

Much progress has already been made in improving the educational achievements of children who

go to secondary schools in the borough. In 2007, 58% of children achieved 5 or more A* - C grades,
(including English and maths) - well above the national average. Performance in the community schools
rose from 27% in 2006 to 41% in 2007 whilst church schools continued to perform at a very high level.
But if 58% of children have a pathway to success, we want the remaining 42% to have just as many
chances to be successful adults. This means extending the range of subjects and further improving the
quality of the education in our schools.

But there are real challenges. More and more parents in Hammersmith & Fulham are choosing private
education for their children - the percentage has risen from 22.6% to 26% in the last seven years. We
want to reverse that trend. In addition, the Borough has the third highest rate of Free School Meals in
the country in our maintained schools — an intake which is not reflective of our Borough profile. Did you
know that half of those residents who do choose the state system send their children to schools outside
the borough? This is a rate which is increasing and is now the third highest in London after Lambeth
and Kensington and Chelsea. Finally Hammersmith & Fulham has one of the highest number of surplus
places in the country, the second highest in London after Hackney.



We must therefore plan for schools which will begin to rebuild parents’ confidence in them. Our
objective is to bridge the social divide so that more local parents opt to send their children to our
secondary schools in the borough. We want local investment to be used to educate more local children.

We need to address every child’s different talents, enthusiasms and needs. This means a range of
subjects that develop and capitalise on academic and vocational aptitudes. But good schools offer even
more than excellent teaching. We also want to ensure all children have access to a wide variety of extra-
curricular activities — such as sports and exercise, art and craft, drama and debating, music and dance,
using first class facilities. Schools which successfully deliver all this will have excellent leadership and
teaching, supported by good training and development.

Our children are growing up in a global economy where technology has already revolutionised the way
we work. No one could have imagined the impact text messages and ipods would have on our lives
—and children have been the first to seize the opportunities they offer. We parents did not have use of
the internet when we were at school. Our schools must be redesigned with the capacity to make use of
modern technology and to keep pace with change as it happens.

The proposals in this document already reflect some of what parents have told us. Schools with 6th
forms, the expansion of successful and oversubscribed schools and two options for revitalising the
schools in Fulham are all included.

“Good schools”, “safe schools”, “local schools”. These are the recurring themes we also hear when

we ask parents what matters most to them where the education of their children is concerned. We
need to work together to determine exactly how we can make the best use of this multi-million pound
investment and achieve those aspirations. Your involvement in this process is vital for the plans to be
shaped in the best way. Please read this document and give us your views.

Our vision: educational opportunity
and higher standards

1.

Many parents, children and young people have already told us what they look for in a good school.
They want a quality education provided by committed, competent staff with high expectations
instilling a passion for learning, so that their children can respond confidently and successfully

to the opportunities and demands of the future — that of a global economy and a multi-cultural
community. This means a broad and exciting curriculum and a rich extra curricular programme. They
want schools that encourage discipline and positive values, enabling our young people to grow into
successful and happy adults. They would like their children to attend a local school, attracting a true
cross section of the community, and to be part of the fabric of local life.

Young people need to do well academically. They must also be able to communicate, work in teams
and solve problems and develop the specialist skills for their career choice. They need to enjoy their
learning and become confident and ambitious for their futures. Above all, they will need to learn
how to keep on learning if they are to respond to an ever changing world.

In order to respond to these challenges, we want to transform secondary education so that it will:

* Provide the first class education that parents expect; and deliver the broad curriculum that
children deserve and need

* Develop and support good head teachers and staff
e Attract and retain teaching talent to the borough

e Offer schools of a size so that staff know their students as individuals and can respond to their
individual needs

* Engage with external partners bringing in relevant experience from:
- local business and employers
- universities and other educational institutions
- public services such as health and the police,
- voluntary organisations

* Use these connections to strengthen governing bodies — using the new “Trust School” or
“Academy” status - to provide a real drive for improvement

* (Create buildings fit for 21st century learning

* Respond to the national priority to retain everyone in education or training up to 18;
encouraging older children to be positive role models for younger ones

* Make secondary schools centres of learning and activity for the whole local community

*  Work closely with primary schools so that children move up happily and successfully to
secondary schooling

* Provide an education for adult life which:
- opens doors in our borough of opportunity

- develops confidence & leadership and encourages young people to get involved and
contribute to society

- encourages social mobility
- equips people to deal with the market place of the future
- encourages self knowledge, resilience and thinking skills



Our proposals: delivering
educational opportunities
and higher standards

4. If we are to deliver our proposals successfully we need to change the
way we do things. Some improvements can be achieved by working
together or by pooling resources. For example, extending the
offer of education and training beyond the age of 16 will lead to a
broader range of subjects on offer, better support services and more
flexibility.

5. Much of this agenda can be achieved by changing the way we <o
work; but if, after this consultation is completed, we need certain
organisational changes legal processes called statutory proposals will
be required. These are listed in the next section. Some are relatively
straightforward but for others choices still have to be made about the
best way forward.

Expanding two very successful and
oversubscribed schools

6. We are consulting on the possibility of expanding the two existing
church girls” schools by one form of entry (FE) each:

* Sacred Heart High School (Roman Catholic) to increase from five
to six FE (an additional 150 places)

e Lady Margaret School (Church of England) to increase from three
to four FE (an additional 150 places)

7. NB. Although Lady Margaret is an Anglican School, its admissions
policy allocates 45% of the places to girls of any or no religion.

Children aged 14 to 19 — developing 6th forms

8. We believe all our schools should offer education and training
up until the age of 19. There should be a broad range of options
available with more choice for young people. Schools and colleges
need to work together to ensure all academic and vocational routes
are open to young people. A 14 to 19 Education Plan has been drawn
up which outlines how this will be delivered'.

9. This means extending the age range to add sixth forms to:

* Phoenix High School (Community mixed) (240 new 6th form
places)

* Sacred Heart High School (Roman Catholic girls) (240 new 6th
form places)

e Fulham Cross, Henry Compton and Hurlingham & Chelsea
(combined total of 720 new places - see below)

* Expanding the existing sixth form at Lady Margaret School
(Church of England girls) from 130 to 200 (70 new places)

All of the new post 16 provision will be delivered in partnership between

schools, the Ealing Hammersmith and West London College, training
providers and employers.

William Morris Sixth Form (mixed 16 to 19 community school) currently has a capacity of 750
places. We are very keen that William Morris, in partnership with Ealing, Hammersmith and West
London College, should use its proven post 16 expertise to provide training and support to other
schools in developing the 14 to 19 curriculum offer, including the new diplomas.

The London Oratory School (Roman Catholic) already has a sixth form with 370 places for boys and
would remain the same. New sixth form provision is already planned at Burlington Danes Academy
(from 2010) and the new Academy at Stamford House (from 2011); offering a combined total of
420 mixed post -16 places.

New schools for Fulham

Last summer, the Council accepted the report of the independent Fulham Schools Commission?
which made six recommendations related to the future of the three community schools in Fulham.
We have considered these proposals carefully and have listened to the views of all stakeholders.

We have concluded that, in order to provide the capacity needed, all three sites in Fulham are
required. However, we are committed to using this once in a lifetime opportunity to shape the
schools on those three sites to what parents and children will want in the future. We would like your
views on two possible options set out below.

Model 1 — two schools

Henry Compton and Fulham Cross are on sites within five minutes walk of one another. The Fulham
Schools Commission recommended that the two schools should be brought together as one school.
We think this is a really exciting idea.

It would mean that the school would:
* Be big enough to have a 6th form
* Be big enough to offer a good range of choice of subjects

* Have strength and depth in the vital core subjects — Science, English and Maths
* Add to the existing specialisms of science and foreign languages

* Have the capacity to teach more languages

* Have much more to offer in extra-curricular activities

* Offer more and a better choice of sport, art, drama and dance

* Be big enough to attract and retain the best talent in teaching and leadership

But by operating on two sites, it could still have the benefit of offering ‘small schools within a big
school’. It could be designed to:

» Offer some single sex teaching
* Separate arrangements for Key Stages 3 (11 to 13 years) and 4 and 5 (14 to 19 years)

* Have a combined Year 7 group and facilities which would help children manage the change
from small, nurturing primary schools to much larger secondary schools

The school would have one Headteacher and one Governing Body. Supported by a partnership with
a higher educational institution, such as Roehampton University which is already working with us.
This could support opportunities for both students and teaching staff and bring additional expertise
to the running of the school. Roehampton University is a very strong provider of teacher training. It
could work with the school to run a professional development centre on the site.

The school would be rebuilt or re-modelled with state of the art facilities. It would be tailored to the
needs of its pupils, the delivery of the planned curriculum, and the range of activities to be delivered
on the site.

This consultation is seeking your views to help us further develop the detailed proposals.

Hurlingham & Chelsea

The second school would be Hurlingham & Chelsea, which we would turn into an Academy or
Trust school serving south Fulham. It would develop a specialism in language and provide bi-lingual
education in partnership with the French Government. A second specialism in an area such as
Business and Enterprise would be encouraged.

We propose that the school provides all-through schooling (from age 3 to 19) for at least two forms
of entry (60 children in the primary phase) beginning in 2010. These children would benefit from bi-
lingual education right from the start. In the primary phase, they would attend school on a separate
site in Clancarty Road.

This, we believe, would be a unique offer in the state education system. It would equip children for
learning and work in the global economy. We would be providing a school which reflects the multi-
cultural nature of the borough, where many children are brought up in bi-lingual households.

We would select sponsors or partners for this school who would form the Trust, who would bring
educational as well as business expertise, and knowledge of French life and culture. We have seen
what strong sponsors or partners can contribute through Burlington Danes becoming an Academy;
and in the Mercers and Information Technologists Company’s development of proposals for the
new Academy in Hammersmith.

The school would either be rebuilt or subject to complete refurbishment.



Model 2 — three schools in one school

Fulham Collegiate School

24. This option would take the thinking a stage further by bringing Henry Compton, Fulham Cross and
Hurlingham & Chelsea together in one Collegiate School.

25. Hurlingham & Chelsea would be a distinctive division dedicated to providing bi-lingual education,
but would enjoy the advantages of sharing the resources and the benefits of being part of a bigger
school. A wider range of subjects and course pathways would be available to pupils from the age of
11. Pupils would have greater access to high quality specialist facilities and activities, particularly for
sport and music; and opportunities for sixth-formers would be greater.

26. Parents wanting their children to attend the Hurlingham & Chelsea ‘college’ of the Collegiate School
would have the opportunity to make this their first choice school when applying for a secondary
school place.

27. Again, transition to secondary school could be managed differently and, in this case, it would be
possible for children to be based in a site nearest their home in the first two years. Then staff could
help them to make decisions about the wide range of choices available.

28. The Collegiate School would be large, 16 forms of entry with about 2,500 pupils and another
720 in the sixth form. However, it would operate in smaller units and could deliver all the benefits
described above, but on an even larger scale. It would mean, for example, that the school could
offer even more choice in subjects and have access to an even greater variety of sports facilities or
music programme.

29. The Collegiate School would have one Headteacher and one Governing Body. It would be
supported by sponsors or partners, who would bring educational expertise, organisational expertise
and knowledge of French life and culture, and would include a higher educational institution, such
as Roehampton University.

Special education

30. The borough currently maintains 3 secondary-age Special Schools and a pupil referral unit:
e Cambridge School: Ages 11 to 16 (pupils with moderate learning difficulties)
* Jack Tizard School: Ages 3 to 19 (pupils with severe learning difficulties)
* Woodlane High School: Ages 11 to 16 (pupils with specific learning difficulties, e.g. medical)
* The Bridge Academy: Ages 11 to 16 (secondary pupil referral unit)

31. We want to ensure that children whose needs are best met in special schools can, where possible,
attend good local schools. We therefore propose to provide a new school building for Queensmill
and extend the current age range from 3 to 11 to 3 to 19. We also plan to further improve the
facilities and support therapies at Jack Tizard by adding a hydrotherapy pool. The provision at the
Bridge Academy will also be considered as part of the review.

32. We are also looking at other ways to support special education alongside mainstream schools and
relevant health services. Options are still being discussed with staff and governors of the schools
concerned and more specific proposals will be published for consultation separately.

Implementing Model 1 or Model 2 as either a Trust or an Academy would require sponsors/
partners who were able to offer expertise in education and a specialism. The existing schools would
be closed and a new institution would open delivering across all sites. There would be a single
Governing body with a single management structure. The school would have no restrictions in
matching opportunities to the needs and aspirations of each individual child.

Merging existing schools could also be achieved by creating a Federation. There would still be a
single Governing Body and Headteacher (or Principal). However, the schools would remain legally
separate and make the benefits of full merger more difficult to achieve. Assuming the schools
support this model, this would not require a competition.

Schools can have different forms of governance and legal status. In all cases, day to day
management is in the hands of the Head and Governors, but the main differences are as follows:

e Community School: The Council funds the school, owns the land and is the legal employer of
the staff (the present status of the three existing Fulham schools)

* Foundation School: The Council funds the school, but the Governors own the land and are the
legal employers of the staff

* Academy: A school supported by one or more ‘sponsors’ and funded by central government to
provide free education for local children

* Trust School: A foundation school which has adopted a Charitable Trust to hold the land and
buildings on behalf of the school and appoint a proportion of the governors. This is very similar
to the 'Voluntary Aided’ status enjoyed by most church schools where the local diocese acts as
the “Trust’ for the schools in its area.

Academies or Trust schools are the Council’s preferred option as these would be a good way of
meeting our objective of bringing in additional partners to support the school. We are aware of

a number of organisations, individuals and groups who may be interested in supporting change.
These include the Parental Alliance for Secondary Schools (PASS), Roehampton University, the French
Lycee, the Mercers Company and the Information Technologists’ Company. We would like to hear
from any others.

When there is a need to create a completely new school, the Council has to run a competition
unless the government grants an exemption from that legal requirement. This means that the
Council publishes a Specification and invites bids, setting out their vision, from anyone who is
interested in being involved in running the school. After the closing date (at least 4 months) the
Council chooses the best proposal and works with the promoter to establish the school. This
increases uncertainty during the time needed to complete the process, but can bring in new
partners to support the school.

Implementing either Model 1 or Model 2, the new ‘Collegiate School” would trigger a competition
in respect of new schools. The Council would have to publish a specification to guide competitors.
Draft specifications for the new school proposals are set out in the Appendix.

A competition would not be triggered if the new school was to be an Academy (see above); or if a
promoter secured permission from the Secretary of State to create a new Trust School (see above)

that meets the identified need in advance of the competition being called.



Competition specification appendix

Model 1 - two schools to become a new Fulham College school-
Henry Compton, Fulham Cross
The School would provide 10 forms of entry: an admission number of 300 at age 11 - giving a total of

1500 places for 11 -16 year olds, It would be organised in smaller ‘schools within the school” across both
existing sites.

The age range would be extended to 19 creating 480 new post 16 places. The Collegiate school would
collaborate with other providers (notably William Morris and Ealing, Hammersmith and West London
College) to offer the full range of 14 -19 Diplomas as well as traditional A levels and apprenticeships

In line with the Fulham Schools Commission Recommendation 1, the combined school would be
formally mixed but with opportunities for single sex teaching. This could take the form of girls and
boys only ‘schools’ on their own sites or more flexible arrangements for single sex teaching options at
different ages or according to subject choices across both sites, e.g. an 11-13 site and 14-19 site

The combined school would be located on the same sites as the two existing schools including the
playing field provision they currently use

The aim for Hurlingham & Chelsea would be for it to be an Academy or Trust School.
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Fulham Cross Model 2 - The ‘Collegiate School’ Fulham Cross, Henry
Compton, Hurlingham and Chelsea

The Collegiate School would provide 16 forms of entry: an admission number of 480 at age 11 giving a
total of 2400 places for 11 to 16 year olds. It would be organised in smaller ‘schools within the school’
across the three existing sites.

The age range would be extended to 19 creating 720 new post 16 places. The Collegiate School
would collaborate with other providers (notably William Morris and Ealing, Hammersmith and West
London College) to offer the full range of 14 to 19 stage Diplomas as well as traditional A levels and
Apprenticeships.

In line with FSC Recommendation 5, the Collegiate School would have strong links with feeder primary
schools and the option of closer integration with one more of them to offer ‘all-through’ education
could be explored.

In line with the Fulham Schools Commission Recommendation 1, the Collegiate school would be
formally mixed but with opportunities for single sex teaching. This could take the form of girls and
boys only ‘schools’ on their own sites or more flexible arrangements for single sex teaching options at
different ages or according to subject choices across all sites.

The Collegiate School would be located on the same sites as the three existing schools, including the
playing field provision they now enjoy

Parents are not expected to
use cars to transport children to and from Secondary.
