MANY H&F residents
may remember the firm
of Manbré and Garton,
whose sugar refinery was
situated between Manbre
Road and the river, east of
Hammersmith Bridge.

Alexandre Manbré came
to the UK from France
in about 1855, and three
years later lodged his first
patent for the manufacture
of starch sugar, which is a
special sugar used by the
brewing trade.

In 1876, the Manbré
Saccharine Company Ltd
moved from Spitalfields to
the site in Fulham, formerly
Brandenburgh House Farm.
The company went public
in 1897 and built an office
block in Winslow Road,
Hammersmith.

However, by the time
of the First World War it
was experiencing financial
difficulties, due partly to the
very competitive nature of
the brewing sugar industry.

In 1919, the Manbré
business was bought out
by another company, and
the new firm was given
the name of Manbré Sugar
and Malt Ltd. In 1922, the
prettily named ‘sugar candy
houses’ were erected, and
four years later the firm

merged with a Battersea
company founded by
William Garton in 1855.
Both M Manbré and
Mr Garton had started
their businesses with the
same aim of making a
new brewing sugar to
enable lighter beer to be
brewed. One of the reasons
the company weathered

the 1930s depression

was because it hit on the
advanced idea of supplying
liquid sugar in bulk for
jam-making and ice-cream
manufacture.

Between the wars the
company continued to
expand, taking over other
smaller firms and installing
large tanks for liquid sugar

storage. By the 1960s
Manbré and Garton were
a multi-national firm, with
interests particularly in
South Africa.

The extensive sugar
refinery and works
employed some 500 people.

Women had worked in
the syrup room from the
early days, and one notable
character was ‘Franny’
Smith, who filled 1 cwt
sacks of invert sugar; it
was said she ‘worked like a
man, dressed like a man and
swore like a man’.

By 1974, the refinery
produced various grades
of liquid and dry sugar for
all uses in the food and
drink industries, including
sucrose, glucose, treacle
and syrup.

At that time, 80 per
cent of employees were
still living within three
miles of Winslow Road.
Soon after, however, the
works were threatened with
redundancies, and in any
case the streets were now
too narrow to cope with the
tankers that took away the
products from the site.

The company was taken
over by Tate and Lyle,
which closed the factory
and demolished it in 1979.

THE GREAT FROST OF JANUARY 1881

BRIDGE OVER TROUBLED WATER: Looking from Fulham across the old bridge

to Putney in January 1881

» So you think it’s cold
how? Anne Wheeldon of
H&F Archives describes the
great frost of January 1881

IT IS not often that London is affected
by extreme weather conditions but,

in January 1881, snowstorms, gales
and ice combined to produce a time of
great hardship in the metropolis.

On Monday and Tuesday, January
17-18, the snow fell in such quantities
that it lay in great drifts of up to four
or five feet deep in places. All London
was affected and locally Fulham
Palace Road was impassable with a
huge bank of snow blocking the road
at Fulham Cemetery.

In the City and the West End
several hundred men were employed
in clearing blocked roadways. The
Fulham Board of Works, the local
authority at the time, later reported
that 6,928 cart-loads of show were
removed from Fulham and 5,906 from
Hammersmith.

The misery was compounded by
gale-force winds that combined with
the high afternoon tide on January 18
to bring drifting ice and flooding to low-
lying riverside areas. Southwark and
Westminster were badly affected and
houses in Hammersmith and Chiswick
Malls were inundated, some to a depth

The need to walk our dog has only been
ingrained in our heads recently. However,
it has been done with such momentum that
seeing owner and dog out on a rainy day,
both with glum faces, is as common as
sliced bread.

The overwhelming pressure to walk
dogs when they are agitated, nervous or
aggressive in their surroundings derives
from advice given by Millan.

of four feet. The Dove public house was
one of those flooded.

The large quantity of ice in the
Thames resulted in the suspension
of almost all navigation, preventing
coal and other goods being brought
up the river. It was estimated that
about 80 barges sank and a man was
found frozen to death on a barge off
Rotherhithe.

The railways were blocked and
supplies of coal and milk did not
reach the capital. Hundreds of poor
wayfarers were provided with bread
at the Hammersmith branch of The
Charity Organisation Society. Other
philanthropic organisations supplied
coals and set up soup kitchens.

A large number of Londoners made
the most of the weather. Around
100,000 skaters ventured on to the
ice covering ponds and lakes - the
Serpentine was particularly popular.
Inevitably, numerous accidents
occurred as reckless skaters were
pulled from the water or broke limbs. A
safer venue was the ice rink opened at
the Lillie Bridge Athletic Grounds.

Those with long memories stated
that there had not been so cold a
month since January 1820, a period of
61 years.

JORN Helge Riise wants to
B make the Fulham right wing
position his own — and says
boss Roy Hodgson has made
him a much better player
since joining the club.
Riise, who has featured
for the team mainly in

cup competitions since
arriving at Craven Cottage
in the summer, is yet to make
much of an impression in the
Premier League.

He said: “Of course, every
playerwantsto play every game
— including me. I'm fighting
every day in training, fighting
every cup game and Europa League
game, to prove that I'm good

“So what I have to do is just fight
every minute that I get.”

To become a first-team regular, he
will have to convince the manager of
his worth —and it is clear that Hodgson
has already made his impression on
the Norwegian international.

“As he’s very good,” he said, about
the man who has turned around the
fortunes of Fulham FC. “He talks good
to you, makes you feel confident, gives
you  chances.

He’s made

me a much better football player the
last three or four months since | got
here. Yes — he is a very good coach.”

Asked what makes Hodgson
so good at his job, Riise said: “It’s
difficult to explain, but he makes you
feel confident, like you can achieve
everything — you can do what you
want.

“When we played against Roma,
it’s a very good club, but before we
went out there we had got this feeling
that ‘oh, we can beat this team’.

“He makes us feel like that, and
that’s a good thing.”

Meanwhile, the Cottagers are still
no closer to knowing the identity of
their FA Cup fourth round opponents,
and could face a fixture pile-
up.

Oxford have that sinking feeling

WITH less than three months to go
before crowds throng the riverbank
in the borough for the annual Boat
Race, Oxford’s preparations are

in disarray.

One of the crew’s most
important selection trials had to be
abandoned after a boat suddenly
filled with water during choppy
pre-Christmas conditions on the
Thames.

A bailing pump failed, and the
crew was forced to stop in the
middle of the race.

“We wanted to come in, bail the

boats out and have another race

to the finish,” coach Sean Bowden
said afterwards. “But it took too
long to get the water out and some
guys looked hypothermic - it wasn’t
worth the risk.”

The December trials are the only
time the crews get to compete over
the full length of the course ahead
of the race, which this year takes
place on Saturday, April 3.

They are run on an incoming
tide, which provides the fastest
possible conditions but also the
roughest, especially in a headwind.

Thanks to the modern design
of the boat, there was no risk
of it sinking, because of design
changes brought in following the
death of Oxford University oarsman
Leo Blockley at the age of 21 in a
training session in Spain in 2000.

The last time a crew sank during
the Boat Race was in 1978, when
the Cambridge crew had to be
rescued.

The current Cambridge squad
successfully completed their trial
when river conditions were less
hostile.
