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What is the electoral register’?

The elactoral register is the list of everyone whais
registered to vote, You must be on the register to vote at
elections. You are not automatically registered, even if
you pay Coundcil Tax.

You can register to vote atany time. |f you're not
registered, if you've moved or if your name has changed,
fillin the attached form.

There are two versions of the register — the full version
and the edited version. Your details will appear on the full
varsion of the register, but you can choose whether or not
your details appear on the edited register. The full register
is used for elections, preventing and detecting crime, and
checking applications for credit. The edited register is
availatle for general sale and can be used for
commercial activities such as marketing.
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Who can register to vote?

Anyone 16 or over (but you cannotvote until your
18th birthday).

British or Commonwealth citizens.

Citizens of the Irish Republic or other European Linion
(ELN) countries.

Citizens of ELJ countries other than the LIK or Irish

Republic cannotvote in Westminster parliamentary
elections, and must fill in a separate form to vote in
European patliamentary elections.

1. Fill in the form attached o this leaflet.

2. Make sure you sign the 'declaration’.

3. Retum the form to your local electoral registration office,
4. Register as s00n as you can. [tmay ke too late once
an election has feen announced asitmay take up to
seven weeks to add your details.
