Routes 33, 72, 209, 283, 419 and 485
® Routes 33, 209 and 485 will run between Fulwell and Hammersmith Bridge
south side only.

® Route 72 will be diverted between Hammersmith and Barnes in both directions
via Fulham Palace Road, Putney Bridge, Lower Richmond Road and Mill Hill Road

to its normal line of route at Rocks Lane.
® Route 283 will run between East Acton and Hammersmith Bridge north side only.

® Route 419 will be diverted from Lonsdale Road to terminate in Boileau Road.
Buses towards Richmond will start from Boileau Road and run via Nowell Road

and Kilmington Road to their normal line of route.
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Night bus routes N22 and N74 will continue to provide a direct service to
central London from the Richmond and Roehampton areas.
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
