INTRODUCTION
The London Borough of Hammersmith & Fulham wish to commission a contractor to carry out the Works Contract for the development of Normand Park. Programmed for commencement in July 2007 and completion in March 2008, the detailed design will deliver an innovative, attractive, safe, user-friendly and high quality urban green space that will act as a real focus and reflect the character of the area.
Client - London Borough of Hammersmith & Fulham. The Council is working in close partnership with North Fulham New Deal Communities (NDC).
Consultants - Whitbybird in partnership with Kinnear Landscape Architects (KLA)  This team will administer the works contract on site, and implement the agreed plan. BACKGROUND INFORMATION
Site Area, Ownership and Location

· Normand Park is located within the North Fulham area of the LBHF and is owned and managed by the London Borough of Hammersmith & Fulham through its Direct Services Division. 

· The park has an area of approximately 2.15has excluding the area of Fulham Pools in the park. Located in the heart of the NDC area surrounded by residential properties, it borders the busy Lillie Rd which runs along the southern edge of the park.

· Other services and amenities fall within and adjacent to the park’s boundary. These include Normand Croft Primary School and Early Years Centre; Fulham Pools and the LBHF’s ‘Direct Services Division’ Depot. Consideration regarding access to these and aligning residential properties has/ will need to be made as part of the works plan.
Project Aims
Whitbybird/ Kinnear LA have worked in line with the Consultants Brief to develop a detailed design for the development of Normand Park, in summary, addressing these key aims:

· To provide a landmark park which provides a community focus and meets the needs of a multi-ethnic community, completed to budget.

· To ensure that safe and legible routes are designed to connect to surrounding destinations, and that existing facilities that are to be retained are fully integrated into the overall designs.

· To provide an inclusive range of high quality informal and formal play facilities for children of all ages and needs.

· To implement a Public Art dimension to the project.

· To produce an agreed way forward to maintain and manage the park following the improvements.

· Existing buildings within the park- The design involves the demolition of a disused education/social services building, and the refurbishment of a smaller WC unit.
· Bowling Green- The Bowling Green will be retained in its existing position, with an adjustment to the size of its boundary.
